Lib Dems set Lowest Council
Tax rise in the City’s History

At just 3.3% Southampton 's Lib Dem-led
Council  has  set the lowest council tax
increase since the city became a unitary
authority. With Tory-led Hampshire opting
for a massive 4.9% and Portsmouth on 4%
the increase for Southampton's taxpayers
will be the lowest in the region. With

pensions set to rise by 3.6%, this is
especially good news for senior citizens.

Under the Lib Dems council tax has risen
less in 4 years than Labour's whopping
18.6% in their last year in office. This year,
despite a £7 million shortfall in Government
funding, the Lib Dems have found additional
resources for: roads and pavements; youth
and play services; parenting skills and
initiatives for older people.
