LIB DEMS SET
LOWEST TAX

At just 3.89% Southampton’s Lib Dem led
Council has set the lowest Council Tax
increase in the city for years. This is the third
year in a row that the Lib Dems have cut the
Council Tax increase from the whopping 18.6%
of Labour’s last year in office. It is also the
smallest increase in Hampshire, comparing
favourably with Conservative-led Hampshire
County Council’s 4.7%.

The Lib Dem budget, which was supported by
Labour, includes over £7 millions of savings,
to add to more than £10 millions already
identified since the Lib Dems took control of the
Council in 2003. The Conservatives’ proposals
would have led to widespread service failure
through a swingeing freeze on filling vacancies,
as well as axing vital work on environmental and
neighbourhood agendas.

Ceren Davis says: “Some hard decisions have
had to be made, but our budget means
continued progress on our key commitments to
improve road and pavement repairs and
combat anti-social behaviour, while giving a
high degree of protection to the most
vulnerable, together with a fair deal for the
Council Tax payer.” When the Police and Fire
Authority charges are included the final figure
comes to just 3.98%.
