Tax rises kept low but Council Tax
must go says senior City Councillor
FOR THE THIRD year running
the Liberal Dem-
ocrats have de-
livered a lower
Council Tax in-
crease.

This year’s
3.89% is the low-
est for many
years, comparing favourably with
Conservative Hampshire County
Council’s 4.7%, and Labour’s
whopping 18.6% increase during
their last year in office in the city.
This despite increased demands
and reduced grant in real terms,
from Government.

SAVINGS

During their 3 years in office the
Lib Dems have found over £17 mil-
lions of savings.

Swaythling Councillor Dave
Beckett, Cabinet Member for Re-
sources, says: ‘No wonder the in-
dependent Audit Commission
describes Southampton as a low
cost Council.’

Cllr Beckett slammed the Con-
servatives as offering a ‘Harry
Potter’ budget which promised to
slash taxes while offering vote-
catching spending increases.

UNREALISTIC PROMISES

Labour, too, were promising ‘all
sorts of unrealistic goodies.’  Cllr
Beckett pointed out that Labour
always propose the highest Coun-
cil Tax level.

‘The only way to end annual tax
hikes and to have a fair system is
to scrap the Council Tax altogeth-
er,’ added Cllr Beckett.  ‘We need
a new system that is based on
people’s ability to pay.’

WHEN Liberal Democrats took over run-
ning City Hall three years ago, one of
their first priorities was to improve the
city’s streets and environment.

  Gerry Drake says: “ It is great
news that local people will now
be able to enjoy the benefits of
all these facilities.”

IN JULY 2004 City Council-
lor Gerry Drake asked the
Council to carry out a study
to see what could be done to
improve the Varsity
Ground.

Now, following a success-
ful bid for finance, the
Ground is benefiting from a
revamp of the football pitch-
es, five-a-side pitches,
skatepark, trimtrail and
floodlit multi-use-games ar-
ea, as well as landscaping.

Improvements are also
planned to the basketball ar-
ea, children’s playground
and changing rooms.

Tackling anti-social behaviour is top of the Lib Dem agenda
SOUTHAMPTON’S Liberal
Democrats have said:
“Enough is enough” to those
who blight the lives of so
many citizens.

 Councillor Liz Mizon is
the city cabinet member re-
sponsible for tackling anti so-
cial behaviour.  She reports
that an expanded team of 17
City Patrol officers is on the
streets with CCTV vans.  A 24
hour ‘phone line has made it
easier for residents to get
support from enforcement of-
ficers. During the past year
alone 17 Anti-Social Behav-
iour Orders, 60 Acceptable
Behaviour Contracts and 7
Dispersal Orders have been
issued.

“Like the rest of Britain
too much alcohol is part of
the problem”, says Liz.

“We have introduced a city
centre ban on street drink-
ing, targeting under-aged
drinking with huge publicity

over Christmas.”
The battle against anti-so-

cial behaviour has included a
boost for Youth and Play
services.  Schools, communi-
ties and parents are being in-
volved as part of the solution.
“ We are especially proud of
the award-winning Lib Dem
initiative with Junior Neigh

bourhood Wardens, who
work with our adult wardens
to improve the city.”

“This problem will not be
solved over-night but we
have been nationally recog-
nised by independent audi-
tors and senior Home Office
officials for the good start we
have made.”

UNDER the Liberal Demo-
crats, Southampton’s housing
has made great strides.

The Council is on target to meet
the Government’s Decent Homes
standard by 2010 with £22 millions
invested last year, as well as 100
empty properties brought back into
use and 400 families helped avoid
losing their homes.

The 6 tower blocks at Woolston
and Weston were the first to benefit
from Southampton’s innovative
warden scheme, launched by Lib-
eral Democrat Councillor Paul Rus-
sell, Cabinet Member for Housing &
Homes. Already residents have wit-
nessed a visible drop in crime in the
area and much less vandalism and
anti-social behaviour.

Councillor Russell says it is the
Liberal Democrat's ambition to
mirror the concierge scheme city-
wide over the coming years. Adop-
tion of probationary tenancies will
help curb unacceptable behaviour
in council housing.
